Design Phase 1

Design Phase 2

We will liaise with appropriate hosting services and make purchases of domain names and optional email accounts on your behalf.
We will design and layout a draft design for your comments and input.
Follow-up & Support

Once your site is complete we may also offer an updating/maintenance service, or train you in the use of the on-line tools so that you may carry out these functions yourself.  Both of these services are offered at very reasonable prices negotiated individually with each agency or group.

Design Fees

Typical charges = £18.00 per hour 

(average basic design/set-up period 12 to 15 hours)  Note: this may vary depending upon the complexity of your site design.
Design and set-up time will be reduced if all explicit images and text required for the site are provided to the FSWD team in electronic format.

Additional charges will be accrued if we have to scan photographs or other materials; this is typically charged at 75p per item.

Charges for reproducing text in electronic format will be typically charged at a pro-rata rate of our hourly charge (i.e. 20 minutes work = £6.00)
Maintenance & Training Fees

If we are required to update your website or provide training in use of the on-line management tools, this will be charged at the same hourly rate as the design phase (above).

We will vary these charges on occasion in agreement with the client.
